34   ONE VASE OF ANNUALS 
 
35   ONE VASE OF FLOWERS from the open border – four distinct  
       species (kinds). Twelve stems in all 
 
36   ONE CLEMATIS BLOOM – any variety  
 
37   ONE VASE OF FLOWERS – of one species (kind) – four stems 
 
38   ONE FLOWERING STEM of any species (kind) of GARDEN SHRUB 
  

 
The DELPHINIUM CUP and an OXIDISED BRONZE MEDAL, 
presented by The Delphinium Society, will be awarded to the best 
exhibit. Delphinium spikes may be shown with or without laterals 
(side shoots).

43   DELPHINIUMS, three spikes, any cultivar or cultivars (varieties)  
       in one or more vases 
44   DELPHINIUMS, two spikes, any cultivar or cultivars (varieties)  
       in one or more vases 
45   DELPHINIUMS, one spike, any cultivar  
 
46   DELPHINIUMS, six florets, any cultivar or cultivars – to be 
exhibited in a circular bowl fitted with heavy gauge plastic mesh, 
cut as a square and bent at the edges to fit into the bowl
